MINISTRY OF PUBLIC HEALTH OF REPUBLIC OF KOMI
STATUTE
General Provisions
Ministry of Public Health of the Republic of Komi is an executive body of the Republic of Komi performing, within the jurisdiction of the Komi Republic executive authorities, functions on the state policy development, legal regulation and control for public health, rendering non-commercial public health services including preventive care, medical care and aftercare issues, sanatorium-and-spa-treatment, pharmaceutical activities, medicinal agents quality, efficiency and safety, population policy, forensic medical and psychiatric expert examinations. It also co-ordinates the work of other ministries and executive bodies of the Republic of Komi on these issues. 
Basic Objectives of Ministry
The basic objectives of the Ministry are as follows:
Realization of the unified state policy on public health within the jurisdiction established by law;

Realization of programmes, within the jurisdiction established by law, on social and economic development of the Republic of Komi including programmes on state-guaranteed free medical care for the RF citizens in the Republic of Komi for the certain year with the republican compulsory medical insurance programme;  
Basic Functions of Ministry
To fulfill the assigned duties the Ministry performs the following functions:
To carry out measures on exercising health protection rights and liberties of an individual and a citizen;

To agree upon medical and other services rates included into the compulsory medical insurance;

To set medical and economical standards in line with federal medical care standards;

To take measures on improvement of medical care quality for the population;

To control medical care quality conformance to the federal public health standards (with the exception of high-tech medical care and medical care in federal public health agencies);

To provide specific categories of the citizens with medical care as required by the Komi legislation;

To provide non-working population with compulsory medical insurance acting as insurer;

To perform other functions in line with legislation.
