MINISTRY OF INDUSTRY AND ENERGY OF REPUBLIC OF KOMI

STATUTE
General Provisions
Ministry of Industry and Energy of the Republic of Komi is an executive body of the Republic of Komi performing, in line with the jurisdiction of the Komi executive authorities, functions on development of the state policy, legal regulation and control for oil, metal mining, gas and timber processing sectors, machinery construction, transport, communications, energy, gas supply and distribution in the Republic of Komi. It also co-ordinates the work of the ministries and other executive bodies of the Republic of Komi on these issues.
Basic Objectives of Ministry
The basic objectives of the Ministry are as follows:

Participation in development and implementation of the state policy for  oil, metal mining, gas and timber processing sectors, machinery construction, transport, communications and energy, gas supply and distribution in the Republic of Komi;

Provision of the population with motor, railroad, inland water and air transport services (inter-municipal connection);

In line with the assigned duties and within its jurisdiction the Ministry performs the following functions:

To participate in development and implementation of the strategy for the social and economic development of the Republic of Komi and certain industrial sectors;

To participate in development and implementation of programmes for the Komi Republic industries development (restructuring);

To work out proposals on attracting and drawing investment, financial and credit resources in industry;

To support generation and implementation of priority sci-tech projects on timber processing development;

To forecast the Komi Republic demands for fuel and energy resources, their sustainable and safety use the Ministry is authorized:
To manage the Komi Republic energy budget planning;

To participate in development of the energy strategy for the Republic of Komi;

To participate in creating energy saving policy and monitoring of implementing the concept on power supply systems reforming;

To perform other functions established by legislation.
