MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND FOOD OF REPUBLIC OF KOMI
STATUTE
General Provisions
Ministry of Agriculture and Food of the Republic of Komi is an executive body of the Republic of Komi performing, within its jurisdiction, functions on development of the state policy and legal regulation for the agribusiness including livestock and crop sectors, reclamation, soil fertility, management of the agricultural raw materials, products and food markets, food-processing industry concerning sustainable development of the rural areas as well as research, conservation, restoration and use of aquatic biological resources with the exception of the federal and regional protected areas inhabitants and the inhabitants registered in the RF and the Komi Red books.

Objectives of Ministry
The basic objectives of the Ministry are as follows:

Development and implementation of the state social and economic policy, legal regulation and management of the assigned fields of activities;

Support of development of the agribusiness market relations, business activities, co-operation and agro-industrial integration as well as establishment of the efficient markets for agricultural raw materials, products and food to increase profitability of the agricultural manufactures;

Sustainable provision of the Komi Republic population with foodstuffs;

Development of science and innovative activities in the agribusiness, fishery and fish-breeding.

Functions of Ministry
In line with the assigned duties and within its jurisdiction the Ministry performs the following functions:

To work out proposals on food, fiscal, credit, investment, insurance, licence and social polices;

To provide making up production and use balances for basic types of agriproducts;

To implement the unified sci-tech policy on agribusiness, fishery and fish-breeding;

To manage control, use, research, conservation and restoration of aquatic biological resources of the Komi inland waters, as established by law (with the exception of  the federal and regional protected areas inhabitants and the inhabitants registered in the RF and the Komi Red books);
To manage, in line with the procedure established by law, industrial, amateur and game fishing with the exception of the protected areas of federal and regional significance;

To perform other functions established by legislation
