TARIFF SERVICE OF REPUBLIC OF KOMI

STATUTE
General Provisions
The Tariff Service of the Republic of Komi is an executive body of the Republic of Komi exercising government control for pricing (tariff) and control of usage of administered prices (tariffs) within the competence as established by law for executive agencies in the RF subjects and by this Statute.

Basic Objectives of Service
The basic objectives of the Service are as follows:
- public tariff regulation for electricity and heat as well as other tariffs (prices) as established by law;
- achieving a balance between the economic interests of fuel producers and customers for accessibility of fuel products (services) from the energy supplying organizations in the Republic of Komi;

- non-admittance of preferential tariffs for individual customers by usage of increased electricity or heat tariffs for the other customers.
Basic Functions of Service
To prescribe, as the federal laws establish, the tariffs for electricity supplied by energy suppliers apart from the electricity sold at decontrolled prices;

To prescribe, as the federal laws establish, the tariffs for heat;

To prescribe, as the federal laws establish, the tariffs for electricity transmission along the distribution grids located in the Republic of Komi as well as the tariffs for heat transmission services;

To control usage of the prices (tariffs) regulated by the Service and organization audits of companies that engage in price regulation as to reasonableness of the rates and validity of usage of the fixed prices (tariffs);

To perform other functions in line with the legislation.
