LICENSING SERVICE OF REPUBLIC OF KOMI
STATUTE
General Provisions
The Licensing Service of the Republic of Komi (hereinafter referred as the Service) is an executive body of the Republic of Komi pursuing the state policy in licensing individual activities and public control within the powers for quality, volumes of production and sale of ethyl alcohol and alcoholic products in the Republic of Komi.

Powers of Service
The Service exercises the following powers as established by law:

Licensing of the following individual activities:
1. retail sales of alcoholic products;

2. production, storage and supply of alcoholic nonfood products:
- manufactured from confiscated ethyl alcohol and alcoholic products that do not conform to the  

  Russian national standards and specifications;

- manufactured from the ethyl alcohol and alcoholic salvage;

3. reclamation, processing and sales of iron-and-steel crap;

6. reclamation, processing and sales of nonferrous scrap;

Public registration, as established by law, of licenses granted, terminated and withdrawn;

Other powers as established by the Russian legislation and the laws of the Republic of Komi.
