KOMI REPUBLIC AGENCY FOR SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT 
STATUTE
General Provisions
Komi Republic Agency for Social Development is an executive body of the Republic of Komi performing functions on the state policy development, legal regulation and public services rendering in sphere of social development including management of the social safety net according to the RF and the Komi legislation, social service of the population and legal guardianship activities in the Republic of Komi.

Basic Objectives of Agency:
Support of the population social security system performance in the Republic of Komi;

Implementation of the state policy on solving integrated tasks of social development in the Republic of Komi;

Management of providing the population with social safeguards in line with the RF and the Komi legislation;

Securing of the social support to elderly and physically challenged people, people in tight life situations, orphan children, neglected children and children without parental care, labour veterans and people having worked in the hinterland during World War II (1941-1945), families with children (including large families) and victims of political repressions; organization of the state social care for the low-income population and providing other groups of the population with social support measures in line with the RF and the Komi legislation;

Organization of the social service activities for the population in the Republic of Komi;

Organization of the legal guardianship activities in the Republic of Komi. 
Basic Functions of Agency:
In line with the assigned duties the Agency performs the following functions:

To implement the state policy on solving integrated tasks of social development in the Republic of Komi in co-operation with the executive authorities of the Republic of Komi;

To exercise control on providing the population in the Republic of Komi with social support measures, social safeguards, state social care and social service activities;

To pay, as established by law, traveling expenses compensations to the citizens leaving the Extreme North areas including the participants of the Pilot Project on the Extreme North regions social restructuring;

To perform other functions established by legislation.
