STATUTE
General Provisions
Civil Registry Office of the Republic of Komi is an executive body of the Republic of Komi carrying out the state civil registration in the Republic of Komi. 
The Civil Registry Office includes regional departments carrying out the state civil registration in the municipalities of the Republic of Komi. 
The objectives of the Civil Registry Office are as follows:
Securing of the accurate and complete state civil registration in the Republic of Komi as established by law;

Implementation of new civil ceremonies concerning the state registration of marriages and births.
Functions of Civil Registry Office
In line with the assigned duties the Civil Registry Office performs the following functions:

To manage the work of the regional civil registry departments on the state civil registration, keeping the records (making up registers), correcting, changing, restoring and deleting civil registration records and issuing civil registration certificates;

To control exercising the state civil registration powers by the local authorities in line with the RF and the Komi legislation;

To exercise control on storage and use of forms of the state civil registration certificates;

To provide facilities for the state civil registration including creation of the solemn atmosphere when registering marriages and births;

To perform other functions established by legislation.
